The A. E of L. couldn't have a
general strike if they wanted to.
They are not organized for a
general strike. They have 271,000
different agreements that expire
27,000 different minutes of the
year. They will either have to
break all of those sacred contracts
or there is no such thing as a
general strike in that so-called
“labor organization.”
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
